General Measures for Food Security Issues Caused by Conflict

The General Assembly,
Emphasizing the importance aid when combating food security caused by conflict
Deploring the attacks by armed non-state actors on humanitarian aid and aid workers in areas of conflict,
Recalling International Humanitarian Law (IHL)
Recalling World Food Programme (WFP)
Recalling United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR)
Deploring that some armed non-government actors are reported of obstructing the delivery of humanitarian aid
                Recognizing the importance of international organizations or member states providing aid cooperating with the government of the aided Member State

1.     Calls upon able developed member states, the World Bank, and surrounding member states of the member state in need of aid to provide financial and humanitarian aid to combat food insecurity, especially focusing on the following:
a. Protection of refugees,
b. Assistance of IDP camps,
c.  Protection or reconstruction of infrastructure,
d. Protection and assistance of farmers,
e.  Ensurance of better and safer transportation of aid and food resources,
f. Ensurance of trade systems with better consideration for import-reliant countries,
g. Assistance in combating climate and natural disasters such as droughts, and establishing climate-resilience systems,
2. Recommends member states to establish government operated produce transport systems, and developed antions and World Bank to assist it by providing technological aid;
3. Recommends member states to provide climate resilient systems;
4.  Stress that all states should make all efforts to ensure that their international economic policies, including economic sanctions, do not disturb food security in conflict affected areas;
5 Calls upon member states, re;evant United Nations agencies, funds and programs, treaty bodies, civil society actors and non-governmental organizations to further ensure the safe delivery of humanitarian aid by mandating the delivery of food via humanitarian or maritime corridors ratified by the state government;
6. Calls upon member states to strengthen regional cooperation to combat food insecurity caused by conflicts, and reaching for long-term solutions;
7. Calls upon Member States, the United Nations system and other relevant stakeholders to support national efforts aimed at responding rapidly to the food crises currently  occurring  across  different  regions,  and  expresses its deep concern that funding shortfalls are forcing the World Food Programme to cut operations across different regions; 
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
