General Measures for Food Security Issues Caused by Conflict

Sponsors: Australia, France, Iran, Libya, Mexico, Panama

The General Assembly,
Guided by the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which recognizes the right to food as a fundamental human right,
Reaffirming that food security is an indispensable element for global peace, stability, and cultural integrity, 
Deeply concerned by the increasing trend of weaponizing food resources and destroying agricultural infrastructure in ongoing conflicts,
Acknowledging that climate change exacerbates existing vulnerabilities in food production systems, 
Alarmed by the 40% drop in funding available for WFP as of 2025 compared to last year, 
Recognizing that in 2024, only 5% of World Food Programme contributions to the Middle East, North Africa, Eastern Europe, and Eurasia (MENAEE) region were directly allocable at the discretion of the WFP,
Deeply concerned with the fact that over 60% of donation to the WFP was earmarked:
1. Calls upon all Member States to strictly adhere to international humanitarian law;
[bookmark: _heading=h.jeujb1umssk]2. Condemns the use of starvation of civilians as a method of warfare;
[bookmark: _heading=h.x9ixvrs2wm34]3. Proposes the establishment of "Permanent Humanitarian Corridors" to ensure the unimpeded delivery of essential food and medical supplies to conflict-affected populations;
[bookmark: _heading=h.kl6y562ebz5w]4. Urges developed nations to provide technical assistance and financial support to strengthen the resilience of agriculture in vulnerable regions;

6. Urges Member States to remove  barriers that impede humanitarian trade and relief operations, including through:
a) reviewing unilateral measures that unintentionally restrict humanitarian procurement, transport, and delivery of food,
b) strengthening and operationalizing humanitarian exemptions in all sanctions regimes through clear, time-bound licensing and streamlined customs procedures,
c) encouraging financial institutions, insurers, and transport operators to implement due diligence that enables legitimate humanitarian transactions and reduces over-compliance;
7. Recommends strengthening predictable and equitable financing for WFP and other relevant humanitarian actors by:
a) replacing current voluntary contribution with a minimum contribution framework based on capacity to pay (such as GDP or the UN scale of assessments),
b) establishing a contingency reserve for rapid response to conflict-driven supply shocks and sudden funding shortfalls,
c) promoting multi-year pledges and periodic replenishment conferences for major emergency operations
d) Empowering the World Food Programme to independently determine the allocation and use of its contributions;
8. Recommends the Security Council, acting under Article 29 of the Charter of the United Nations and in line with Security Council resolution 2417 (2018), to establish a subsidiary organ mandated to:
 a) facilitate, coordinate, and monitor the creation of UN-monitored humanitarian corridors for the delivery of food and essential goods in conflict-affected areas,
 b) collect and assess information regarding the obstruction or denial of humanitarian access, including attacks on humanitarian personnel, routes, and objects indispensable to civilian survival,
 c) report regularly to the Security Council and, where appropriate, to the General Assembly on compliance with international humanitarian law related to conflict-induced food insecurity,
 d) recommend appropriate measures, consistent with existing Security Council practice, to ensure compliance and accountability;
9. Requests all member states to set priorities to people who are in need of humanitarian aid in order such as children,  pregnant women, and immobilized or disabled individuals.
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
